Although the site condition and
schedule are very tight, the work can be completed
on schedule without any accidents and incidents.

From the event, some important matters of the
anti-disaster ground engineering are realized such
as; the embankment structure might be deteriorated
due to slaking material, the accountability of the
restoration work to the public is very important, and
SO on.

Since the project contributes to the development
of the civil engineering technology, a Technological
Prize is awarded to the project.
