Factors Analysis of Damage to Wooden Houses due to the 1995 Hyogoken

The toll caused by the Hyogo ken Nambu earthquake stands at 6,310 with 2 persons missing.
Many people were crushed due to collapse of wooden houses while they were sleeping. The
damage data obtained in Higashinada area, were utilized to analyze the outline and tendency of
damages. Multivariate analysis is carried out to clear the relationship among each damage
cause, such as geological category, soil condition and construction year.»
