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Transportation Cost Inclease of Shippes Using Kobe Port
Due to The Great Hanshin Earthquake

Kobe Port received a serve damage by the South Hyogo Earthquake that happened on
January 17.1995.Almost two years were needed to reconstruct the damaged port facilities,
and its complete restoration was declared at the end of March 1997. Damage of Kobe Port
inevitably enforced the Japanese shippers to use other port during its restoration. The
present article estimates the indirect economic loss of Japanese shippers, particularly
focussing on the exported and imported container cargo, due to the increase of inland
transportation cost induced by the factional decay of Kobe Port in two years.
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
