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Summary

Sendai Airport Access Line (SAAL) that is 7.1
km long connecting between the major regional and
international airport Sendai Airport in northeastern
Japan and JR Natori station started service on March
18, 2007.

Cutting-edge construction technology and
coordination with urban development projects
enabled the SAAL project to be done with 20%
reduced costs in two and a half years, which
produced the smooth progress and completion of the
project earlier than scheduled.

The SAAL has greatly improved the access to the
Sendai Airport. In addition, it has been making
contributions to the area's development to be a
"Sendai Airport City" including a large-scale
business/ shopping complex, cultural facilities and
housing, which is one of the initial targets of the
SAAL project.
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
