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Summary

Marmaray project is the construction project of
Bosphorus strait railway tunnel connecting Asia and
Europe in Istanbul, Turkey. Sirkeci station is the
underground station below a high density residential
area at the center of historic district in Istanbul,
which has so complicated configuration with
combination of many types of tunnels. To complete
construction of Sirkeci station under severe
conditions, many different types of tunneling
techniques developed in Japan was extensively used.
Success of this construction would spread not only a
high reputation of Japanese tunneling technique, but
also would provide a new opportunity to extend
other similar international projects for underground
developments.
