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Summary

Before construction along Shijo Street, there were
two lanes where stopping vehicles forced others to
cross the centerline. Buses were blocked, not able to
stop at bus-stops properly, and passengers were
walking into the street to reach buses. Per hour the
number of people in vehicles traveling the 15m wide
street was 2,200, and the number of pedestrians using
the 3.5m sidewalk was 7,000.

The project reduced lanes, established jetty-
terrace-style bus-stops, spaces were created for
stopping vehicles, and the sidewalk expanded for all
to walk safely. This innovative project leads the
nation in giving priority to pedestrians and public
transportation.
