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Summary

In 2016, the Nissho Pass section of the National
Highway Rt. 274 suffered serious damage including
roadway and bridge destruction, which were caused
by record heavy rainfalls in August. Thanks to the
cooperative efforts of public and private sections, Rt.
274 recovered its logistics function as an arterial road
after 14

months’ closure, an amazingly short period,
considering its serious damage. The Doto Expressway
that parallels Rt. 274 was also damaged by mudflows
and road surface depression, but it could reopen after
mere one-day closure due to intensive recovery work.
The swift recovery of the routes is highly evaluated

to secure logistics between central and east
Hokkaido.
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
